Commencement of the tour: Rome

On 15 September the tour group will meet in the late afternoon at a
charming hotel in the heart of Rome where the group will stay for the
first night. That night we will enjoy a traditional Roman dinner at a local
restaurant and get to know the two tour escorts. The following morning
the tour group will be picked up by our driver and taken to the Amalfi
Coast where the party will stay for 2 nights. We will enjoy a gelato and a
limoncello in the charming hidden piazza of Amalfi beneath the
gleaming Byzantine cathedral, steps away from wonderful cameo and
ceramic shops.

When we leave the Amalfi Coast, we will visit the temples at nearby Paestum where you will see and learn about some
impressive remnants of the Magna Grecia. A star in the local museum is the 5" century BC fresco Tomba del Tuffatore
(Tomb of the Diver) discovered in 1968, which is thought to represent the passage from life to death with its depiction
of a diver in mid-air.



We will pass through the unspoiled countryside of the
Cilento on our way to Padula, home of the impressive
Certosa and importantly the birthplace of Beniamino’s
relative, the legendary Lieutenant Joe Petrosino, who
fought against organised crime in New York in the late
19" Century. He will feature in a new film “The Black Hand"
with Leonardo di Caprio starring as Joe Petrosino.

We will stay in Padula for two nights and then we will
move on to our next base across the border from the
region of Campania and in the region of Basilicata. On the
way we will visit Beniamino's birthplace in Montesano sulla
Marcellana. In Basilicata we will stay for four nights in an
Agriturismo in the lush countryside near where Beniamino
grew up and explore this ancient land of castles and
monasteries.




Beniamino’s book is valuable reading before the tour! You will see where he went to school and where he worked as a
shepherd at the age of 9. This is really off the beaten track.

We will then set off for Matera. On the way, we will visit Aliano, where in the 1930's the writer and philosopher Carlo Levi
was exiled by the fascists and inspired to write ‘Cristo si e” fermato a Eboli’ (Christ stopped at Eboli). At the time Basilicata
was used as a kind of open prison for political dissidents.




| Sassi di Matera is a magical place to visit. It is one of the world’s oldest towns, dating back to the Palaeolithic Age
and has been inhabited continuously for around 7000 years. People lived there in caves and UNESCO has named the
whole town a World Heritage Site. After publicity resulting from a number of high-profile films using Matera as a biblical
landscape, the town is now undergoing a transformation and it has recently been designated the European Capital of
Culture 2019 by the European Commission.

We will have two nights in Matera in a
spectacular hotel and spend a full day
viewing ancient frescoes and generally
marvelling at the sheer antiquity of the
place.

When we leave Matera we will head for
Metaponto’s magnificent museum of Greek
and Roman artefacts. This little-known
treasure-house  stores some amazing
objects from the Magna Graecia and into
the times of Horace. Here we will see
temple remains standing proud amongst
the oleander trees.

Then we are off to Polignano a
Mare on the Adriatic Coast in
Puglia for the next three nights.
Think white buildings and blue sea
and you'll be halfway there: food,
relaxation, sunshine, you won't
want to leave. From Polignano a
Mare we will visit Alberobello. This
little town looks like a film set and
is home to the famous ‘Trulli'.
Initially established as a tax dodge,
these beautiful homes are now
highly sought after. While in this area we will visit the famous Grotte di Castellana discovered by cavers in the 1930's.
These beautiful caves are 90 million years old and geologically very precious.




There will be time for you to relax. Puglia is made for relaxing. And we want you to be fully rested before we sadly
leave this area for Bari on 29 September. We will be transferred to Bari Airport or Central Railway Station at the end
of the tour. We will assist you with your onward travel plans and look forward you joining us again on one of our other
wonderful adventure next year.
